1) Entry closing date is September 29, 2017 all entries must be post marked by this date or they will not be processed. No fax or email entries unless they are accompanied with an online bank e-transfer sent to troylaroche88@hotmail.com Any entries received that do not have payment will not be processed NO EXCEPTIONS! NO POST DATED CHEQUES All entries to be sent to Troy Laroche 12187 Eighth Line Georgetown Ont L7G 4S4 Fax 905-873-7712 or the email above.
2) Ontario Poultry Breeders accepts entries for all standard and non standard varieties of Large Fowl, Bantams, Ducks Geese, Turkeys and Guineas. 
3) Entry fees are $3 per bird Trios are $9, double coops for large fowl are $6 

Due to ever increasing insurance costs we are charging a $5.00 Exhibitors fee per exhibitor to cover costs please ensure this fee is included with your entry payment.
Junior exhibitors are exempt from this fee.

4) Building will be open to receive entries on Friday October 20, 2016 from 5 PM until 8:30 PM (closing sharp at 8:30) No late arrivals please. The building will reopen Saturday October 21,2016 at 7 AM to receive entries. All birds to be cooped in by 9 AM with judging to commence promptly at 9 AM. All birds must remain until after the awards are handed out (approx 4 PM) For those from a distance that are planning on staying over Saturday night, we can house your birds in the building until Sunday morning with All birds must be removed by 11 AM (latest)             Upon arrival at the show hall, We ask that you drop your birds in the receiving area then move your vehicle to the parking area as to not to congest the doorway entrances. This will be strictly enforced 
5) Juniors: There is a separate junior show, juniors can show in both the Junior and Open show but must use different birds in each section. Juniors are to be between 6 and 18 years (APA rules) and are to be present on judging day to be eligible for awards. Please state clearly on your entry form which birds are to be showing in the junior show as well as what is to be shown in the open show. Also new for 2017 in conjunction with the newly formed Ontario Junior Poultry Club we will be offering a showmanship competition for ages 6-18 with 3 age divisions offered. See Dave Pauls, Kathy Bauman and Paul Monteith for sign up on show day. Trophies and other awards will be offered for this competition. There will be an announcement at approx. 11 am show day for more information , also watch the OPB Webpage and Facebook page for more updates as they become available. 
6) For insurance purposes, all exhibitors, judges and visitors of the show must sign an Ontario Poultry Breeders Show Condition Waiver and Consent form prior to entering the building. No exceptions. These will be available at the check in desk. 
7) Ontario Poultry Breeders will be practicing biosecurity procedures as recommended by the Ontario Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs at our show. We ask you review these recommendations prior to the show. We ask your assistance in our quest to protect all our birds. (See attached) Also please be sure to include your contact information on your entry including an email address. We are not foreseeing any issue but will stand down if any poultry health issue(s) arise in the area prior to the show and need to be able to contact you in the event of a cancelation.  
8) Ontario Poultry Breeders invites you to partake in our annual hospitality social gathering at our host hotel The Casablanca Winery Inn Restaurant Bogey’s Grill House from 8 PM until 11 PM Friday October 20,2016. The restaurant provides us with a gathering area and a cash bar and food is available at this time. We hope you can come enjoy some poultry fellowship and good times. 
9) OPB will be providing a sales area in the show hall for exhibitors        (must be an exhibitor to sell anyone can buy) . The cost is $ 5 per large fowl hole (limited to 3 large fowl or 8 bantams per hole please) We kindly ask that no tailgate sales take place in the parking lot and that the grounds and facility are respected with regards to trash.

We appreciate that we all have different opinions in life, but ask everyone to be respectful to all fellow exhibitors, judges and visitors to our show.
